Church and previously the Lakeshore United Methodist Church. Kent has enjoyed

his involvement in the United Methodist community throughout his lifetime. Kent
had been active with the Avon Lake Kiwanis Club. Survivors include his wife, Sharon

C. Spieth; sons, Todd K. Spieth of Bay Village, Ohio and Eric J. Spieth of Westlake,
Ohio; daughter, Kelley S. Needham of Vermilion, Ohio; six grandchildren and two

great grandchildren. He was preceded in death by his mother Opal and father
Herman Spieth; brother, Benny Spieth and a sister, Beverley Sarria.
