D avid Spieth Obituary

David A. Spieth, 52, of Elyria, died October 19, 2021. He was born January 30,
1969 in US Army hospital Fort Ord Salinas, California. He was a 1987 graduate of

Elyria Christian Academy, served in the US Army Reserves and graduated from

Lorain County Community College in 2004 with an associate’s degree in criminal
justice.
